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Winner of the prestigious 2022 Avery Fisher Career Grant, Steven Banks is an ambassador for the
classical saxophone, establishing himself as both a compelling and charismatic soloist, dedicated
to showcasing the vast capabilities of the instrument, as well as an advocate for expanding its
repertoire. As an artist with a commitment to rethinking and expanding the boundaries of classical
music, Banks “has the potential to be one of the transformational artists of the twenty-first
century.” (Seen and Heard International)

Banks has recently appeared as concerto soloist under the direction of Peter Oundjian, first at the
Colorado Music Festival in performances of works by Glazunov and Ibert, and later with the
Colorado Symphony, performing John Adams’ Concerto. He also recently appeared on
subscription concerts with The Cleveland Orchestra in Philip Glass’ Facades with John Adams on
the podium. Zachary Lewis of Cleveland.com reviewed Banks’ Cleveland Orchestra performance:
“The suavest offering was by Steven Banks. Out of the few notes that comprise Philip Glass’
Facades, the saxophonist wove a spellbinding aria. The mellow, mournful line of his soprano sax
soared over a gently throbbing orchestra, changing colors with every harmonic shift and
bewitching listeners like the flute of a snake charmer.”

Additional solo engagements include Mozart’s Concerto in C Major with the Oregon Mozart
Players and conductor Earl Lee, as well as repeat performances of the Glazunov Concerto with the
Erie Philharmonic and the Utah Symphony Summer Series in Park City, Utah. Banks makes his
debut at the Spoleto Music Festival in Charleston, South Carolina, with the St. Lawrence String
Quartet and will appear in recital at Davies Hall on the Spotlight Series of the San Francisco
Symphony.

Banks was also recently chosen to join WQXR’s 2022 Artist Propulsion Lab, a program designed to
advance the careers of early and mid-career artists and support the future of classical music.



Banks is an advocate for diversity and inclusion in music education, performance and newly
commissioned works in the classical realm. He gave a talk at the TEDxNorthwesternU 2017
conference presenting his dynamic approach to overcoming institutionalized prejudices against
women and people of color, and he has written and given lectures on the history of Black classical
composers. He also collaborated with colleagues Anthony Trionfo, flutist, and Randall Gooshby,
violinist, to create the Learning to Listen roundtable, a discussion on the nuances of the Black
experience in classical music and beyond. In partnership with the Sphinx Organization, they also
created the llluminate! series, which opened three essential conversations on the subject of music
education, artist activism and the LGBTQIA+ community in classical music.
